Pre-Clinic Instructions

Please follow these simple directions to make your clinic visit as easy as possible. To schedule an
appointment, visit Clinic Scheduling on our website.

Prepare your animal for surgery

v" No food or snacks after 11:00 pm the evening prior to surgery.

Animals can have LIMITED water but take it up as soon as you wake in the morning.

If your animal is current on its rabies vaccine, bring a copy of your current rabies certificate.
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If you cannot provide a rabies certificate, a vaccine will be given at no additional charge.

Drop-off and Pick-up

v" Our drop-off times are between 8am and 9am.
Please call if you are delayed. The phone number for the clinic is 770 704-7297.
You will need to pick your animal up the same day between 4pm and 5pm.
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If your animal’s pickup time changes we will call you. Please be punctual and note that all

animals will need to be picked up by 5 pm the day of your clinic.
Dogs must be brought in on a leash (small dogs may use a carrier). Cats must be brought in a

secure carrier. One animal per carrier is best.

Cost

v" All fees are payable at time of drop off in cash, debit or credit (a $2 surgcharge will be added for credit/debit).

v Please bring correct change if paying with cash.
